Association in Birmingham is offering unemployed 

young people the chance of 

real work experience, train-

ing and a reference.  

In the next year alone, we 

aim to get another 50 

young people into employment. 

So how does the Grow - A - Job 

Campaign work? 

The Grow - A - Job Campaign centres around sustain-

able & fair recycling. 100 black bags of unwanted 

items is worth £570. This is enough money to provide 

1 month’s employment for a young person in our new 

enterprise. More black bags equals better prospects 

for the young people of our city. It is that simple.

We accept any item, no matter how big or small 

if we can either sell it in our shop or send it to 

be recycled. From DVDs & books to organs & 

potter’s wheels have been kindly donated to us 

before, so if in doubt just give us a quick call & 

we will help you out.
